New Mexico’s linguistic diversity makes it a rich location for the study of language, culture, and the interaction between the two.  What is the source of this diversity?  What language families are attested here?  Why are there so many more speakers of Native American languages than there are in most other areas of the country? What are the roots of New Mexican Spanish, and why has New Mexican Spanish preserved a character distinct from other dialects of Spanish?  What are some of these differences?  What is the future of New Mexico’s languages?  This course will explore these questions and others, while presenting a chronology and in-depth analysis of successive waves of linguistic migrations into the state, beginning with the earliest known migrations of speakers of indigenous North American languages into the area, and moving up through the recent (and current) migration of speakers of Spanish from Mexico, and the continuing influx of speakers of English from elsewhere in the country.  The course will culminate in a look at the current relations between the state’s various language communities, and the way in which current language debates play out in the state.  Students’ individual research interests will be accommodated.     Prerequisites: None

 Description: This course introduces students to the politics of Chicana/o cinema as an independent and mainstream movement.  Students will view a variety of films that cut across historical eras, from the silent period to the current mainstream, to grasp the breadth and depth of Chicana/o cinema as an ethnic American art form.  The class uses foundational Chicana/o themes to structure our film schedule and to make connections across historical time periods and between dominant and Chicana/o film.  Class discussions will follow film viewings and students will use the assigned readings to think about and discuss form, content and the film’s relationship to historical context. Students will learn how to use film criticism and terminology to discuss Chicana/o cinema and they will master their critical perspectives in a series of written reviews throughout the semester. Attendance is mandatory and participation determines borderline grades. Scheduled quizzes over assigned films and readings, an in-class midterm and a comprehensive final exam will test students’ familiarity with films and their comprehension of filmic terms and critical concepts.
