Instructions for Journals:

Feel free to choose a different topic if there is a certain country, city, artist, fiesta, or anything pertaining to a Spanish speaking country that interests you.  To complete the journals, follow these steps:

1. Find information online about your chosen topic.  Print out the FIRST PAGE ONLY of the website you are using.  You should try to use websites in Spanish to practice reading and to get new vocabulary—search www.google.es to get only Spanish language websites in your results.

2. Include a picture.  This can be a map, photograph, artwork, whatever.  Something that relates to your topic.  (If there is already an image on the first page of the website you printed out, you can use that. If not, find a picture somewhere…google images works!)

3. Write ¾-1 page (100 words) in SPANISH in your journal about the topic. This can include basic information you learned about the topic, why you chose the topic, or your own opinion or thoughts about it.  As long as it is in Spanish!!!!!  You will not be graded on the accuracy of your Spanish.  I do not expect the Spanish to be perfect!  

4. Grading will be as follows, for a total of 5 points:

a. (1 point) First page, printed out, of the website you used

b. (1 point) One photograph or image

c. (1 point) Handing in the journal on time and writing about a cultural topic

d. (2 points) 1-¾ page written in SPANISH (which is AT LEAST  21 lines of a blue book)
e. Keep in mind that each point is worth 20 percentage points, therefore 4/5=80%.

Possible topics:
The chapters we cover in the textbook include the following countries in the cultural section:

Chapter 6 (pp. 198-99) Cuba—Celia Cruz, José Martí, la Habana Vieja, los taínos, etc.

Chapter 8 (pp. 266-67) Guatemala—los mayas, Tikal, ropa tradicional, Rigoberta Menchú, etc.

Chapter 9 (pp. 294-95) Chile—Isla de Pascuas, Pablo Neruda, Isabel Allende, Deportes de invierno

Chapter 10 (pp. 326-27) Costa Rica—Rainforests, ejército (army), Óscar Arias Sánchez, el café

Other topics you may find interesting:
