Because part of this course will take place in a foreign country, this program is competitive and requires a formal application procedure. You are asked to submit a formal application that includes the following components:

1. Completed application form.

2. One evaluation from faculty or community members who can speak to your readiness for such an in-depth experience. Ask your reference to complete the attached form and return it to you in a sealed envelope with his/her signature across the back. (Please provide the envelope.) This evaluation should come from an individual able to speak to your ability to function in a variety of social and living situations.  Include this evaluation in your application packet.
3. A transcript. Students must maintain a 3.2 overall G.P.A. to be eligible for this program, and it is strongly preferred that students be enrolled in, or become enrolled in the University Honors Program.

4. A cover letter that addresses your reasons for interest in this program and specifically answers the following questions: (1) Why do you wish to participate in this program?  (2) What aspects of the human and natural history or ecology of Argentina and New Mexico are of particular interest to you? (3) What attributes do you believe you can best contribute to a group traveling and living together in a foreign country? Please address both academic and social issues.

5. Deposit. Travel reservations will need to be made almost immediately, so students must submit a $600 non-refundable deposit with checks payable to University Honors Program, These deposits are due upon acceptance to the program. The remaining program fee will be approximately $1600 and will be due when you register for the class in December. Once paid, however, this fee cannot be returned due to the costs involved in prepaying for a trip of this nature.

6. Applications which do not arrive as a complete packet cannot be considered. If you need additional information, you may contact Dr. Lopez-Chavez (celialop@unm.edu) or Dr. Shepherd (ursula@unm.edu) by email or by phone at 505-277-4211.  Submit the completed application to the University Honors office by October 6, 2008 DECEMBER 1, 2008.
7. We will interview candidates in October and you must be available for an interview.

We hope to be able to announce our decisions by mid-October. Scholarships are available through the OIPS office (please check now for application deadline), and small stipends will also be available from the Honors Program. You will need to be accepted by the program before you apply for these scholarships.
