College of Arts and Sciences /Faculty Publications/Subvention Fund

The College has a budget to provide a limited amount of funds in support of faculty publications. This fund is administered by Senior Associate Dean Felipe Gonzales.  Listed below are the requests that will be supported from these funds and procedures for applying.  Please note that all requests from individual faculty members must be accompanied by a statement of support from the department Chair.
1) Support for purchase of reprints/monographs

· All tenured or tenure stream faculty may apply for these funds.

· Maximum award is $300.00/per year.

· Faculty with start-up funds or PIOH balances are not eligible to apply.

· The publication must have appeared in print within two years prior to the semester in which the request is made. 

· How to apply:

A.) Faculty Member obtains an estimate of the cost from the publisher and submits the request in writing to the department chair.

B.) The chair verifies that the applicant has no other funds and sends the request to the Associate Dean for Faculty, Arts and Sciences.

C.) The Associate Dean reviews the request and sends the Chair an approval.

D.) The Department pays for the reprints/monograph and sends documentation to the Associate Dean.  The College then reimburses the department.

2) Support for subvention of publication costs—these funds are to help faculty in cases where the publisher expects the author to provide upfront funds to assist with publishing the work.

· All tenure-stream or tenured faculty may apply for these funds, but the aim is to assist with publication of a major project that will establish the case for tenure or promotion (including promotion to full professor).

· Maximum award is $2,000.

· Faculty with start-up funds or PIOH balances are not eligible to apply.

· How to apply:

A.) Faculty Member obtains an estimate of the cost from the publisher and submits the request, including documentation from the publisher, in writing to the department chair.

B.) The chair verifies that the applicant has no other funds and sends the request to the Associate Dean for Faculty, Arts and Sciences.

C.) The Associate Dean reviews the request and sends the Chair an approval.

D.) The Department pays for the subvention cost and sends Associate Dean documentation.  The College then reimburses the department.
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
