Speakers’ Fund

The College continues to provide a limited amount of funding in support of invited speakers and colloquia.  The Senior Associate Dean Felipe Gonzales receives and approves requests from this fund.  Support is available for colloquia, invited presentations, or creative activities that will benefit a broad sector of the A&S and University communities. 

Faculty member/s making a request must receive support from the department/program Chair and provide evidence that other units in the College or the University are providing financial support for the series.  Normally, the College provides a maximum of $600.00, although this figure may be higher in the case of an extended speakers’ series.

In order to apply, the faculty member should prepare a request which includes the information listed below, have their Chair sign off in support and submit the request to Felipe Gonzales, Senior Associate Dean, College of Arts and Sciences.

Required information for speakers’ funding request:

· Name of faculty member submitting request 

· Department or program undertaking event 

· Amount requested of College

· Anticipated date of event

· Brief description of event or activity and intended audience

· List of co-sponsors and amount to be contributed

· Signature of Department Chair in support of the proposal
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
