Other things to remember:

· Seek advice from faculty who have gone through this process already

· Start a CV now and keep it updated

· Attend presentations and go to conferences to see how others present their work.  When you go on the job market, this is something you will be doing as part of selling yourself.

· Join professional organizations and read the journals in your field.

· Prepare to spend some good money to go through the interview process--paper, copy costs, stamps and mailing costs, interview clothes, hotel, airfare, car rental, etc.  Prepare by buying interview clothes during sales.  Break the clothes and shoes in a bit before you go.  Nothing like stiff and uncomfortable clothing or shoes.

· Keep up with the jobs offered in your  field, whether academic or in the private sector

· Keep electronic/hard copies of everything you send out
· Be prepared to tailor your application materials for each job or school 

· Ask 1-2 months early for letters of application if needed

· Keep separate files of each place you are sending out an application. Put all your copies and anything from them in these files.  Even copy out emails.

· Research school/department/faculty of the schools for which you are interviewing

· Be ready to ask engage in a discussion and to ask questions during the interview process

· Do mock interviews to prepare 

· When you interview out of town, take carry on luggage and a travel alarm clock; don't rely on airlines and hotels

· Send thank you letters as a follow up to interviews
