I inquired to HED on calculating gpas manually.  I use the following to calculate quality points:

For a 3 hour class - 

A+   4.33 x 3 = 13

A      4.0  x 3 =  12

A-    3.67 x 3 = 11

B+   3.33 x 3 = 10

B      3.0  x 3 = 9

B-    2.67 x 3 = 8

C+  2.33 x 3 = 7

C     2.0  x 3 = 6

and so forth.

We had a student that based on this calculated out to exactly 2.5 gpa but the UNM system rounded 2.33's or 3.33's down and her gpa was 2.499.  Tashina Banks-Moore said that she would approve the manual calculation and support rounding up for gpas when possible.  She is letting her staff know and recommended when we encounter situations such as this to record our methodology on the student's file that we awarded based on manual calculation.  For the student I helped, I put a note on RHACOMM.
