SAP and Updates pt1 
1. Email Review

a.  A big thanks to those who suggested  ROAMESG codes for summer - this was a recommendation that came from more then one training group. 
i. XSAP - You are currently ineligible to receive summer financial aid because you are not meeting the standards of academic progress.

ii. XLON - You currently have no further loan eligibility for the summer semester.  As you indicated no preference for work study funds we will be unable to award you aid for this term.

iii. XENR - We are unable to process your request for summer financial aid as our records indicate that you are not enrolled for courses during the summer semester.  Please notify us when you have enrolled for summer course work.

iv. XGRD - We are unable to process a student loan for the summer semester because you have already borrowed the maximum you are eligible for this academic year.  It appears that your grade level may change at the end of the spring semester.  Please notify us when your spring grades have posted, and we will determine at that time if you have additional loan eligibility for the summer term.

b. A reminder to prorate budgets based on the number of weeks the student is enrolled - the system is set up for 4, 6 and 8 week (and 10 weeks for LAW) budget durations.  If a student is enrolled for a 2 week course - the budget does need to be prorated to 2 weeks. Use the 4 week summer budget and divide by 2, this will equal two weeks.
c. Graduate students must be 6 hours in the summer to be considered full-time. 4-5 hours is 3/4 and 3 is half-time.

d. Awarding Pell for summer - in order to award Pell you have to run a Pell calculation on RPAAWRD. This will add a 200860 term to the Pell award. However, the Pell amount calculated by the system may be different than the amount that you have calculated. After running the Pell Calc, you can adjust the award on the second block of RPAAWRD.
i. Lock the Pell award if cancelling to a 0 on the second Block of RPAAWRD
ii. Be sure to ROAIMMP after you make changes to make sure that things

e. Awards made for the Spring semester will not pay Summer charges until the Spring semester has ended. For example, for a loan certified spring/summer - when  the spring amount arrives, it will not pay the summer balance. Please keep this in mind when advising students.
i. Bursar’s Email:
ii. This is only prior year – it can be used to pay prior semester – if it is within the same academic year.
Good Afternoon:
Per federal regulations, beginning with aid year 2008-09 (Fall 2008-Summer 
2009) federal aid (Title IV) awarded cannot be used to cover a prior year's 

balances outstanding.  Beginning with the upcoming Fall semester, we will 

not be paying off prior year balances with future aid received.  This is a 

very different way of doing things for UNM.  It means, for example, that a 

student with an outstanding Spring 08 balance of $1,000 and Fall charges of 

$3,000 getting Fall federal aid in the amount of $5,000 must be issued a 

check for $2,000 and will still owe UNM $1,000.

This also applies to Short-Term Loans.  Your offices should not be issuing 

short-term loans in advance of aid coming in for the Fall semester.  These 

loans will not be paid with future fall aid and will remain outstanding. 

These loan balances will become part of the Enrollment Cancellation Due to 

Lack of Financial Commitment balance that will be due August 15,  2008. 

Students may have their enrollment for Fall canceled for outstanding 

short-term loans.

Again, this is a federal regulation.  Please do not issue short-term loans 

if students will not have them paid, in-full, prior to the August 15th 

Enrollment Cancellation deadline.

Please pass this on to all individuals in your offices issuing Short-Term 

Loans. 

2. Reminder on Loan Certifications – 
a. Make sure that things are in Balance between RPAAWRD/RPAELAP/RPALDSB

i. We have come across a few instances where new loans’ certified amounts are updated on RPAELAP , BUT all the prior loans are not in balance. The loan will be certified correctly and will delay the student’s receipt of money.

1. BE sure all is in balance prior to creating the loan application

ii. If everything is in balance and the loan certifies for 0 dollars – check the certification tab. Usually the year in school is the issue.

iii. Additional Usub – the Default box has to be changed to additional – then award XADDL.
