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The preprofessional curriculum leading to the Bachelor of Fine Arts is designed for students who anticipate further
study at the graduate level. If you enroll in this program, you should read carefully the paragraph on Scholastic
Standards for the College of Fine Arts in the current catalog which permits the faculty to exclude from the program any
student whose grade point average in his/her major field of study falls below 3.2. Studio courses and Art History are
both part of the major field of study. If you wish to take studio courses without the concentration and commitment that
is implicit in this curriculum, you are advised to follow a program of study leading to the Bachelor of Arts in Fine Arts
with a studio emphasis.
