Primary Grade Story Analysis Template
Students would describe a story’s plot by identifying / filling in appropriate story details. The Somebody section would identify the main character. The Wanted section would identify the goals or desires of the main character. The But section represents the conflict within the plot by identifying what stands in the way of the main character’s ability to attain what they wanted. The So section represents the resolution and identifies how the main character resolves the conflict.

This would not be a single stand alone lesson. Identifying plot components would need to be done repeatedly using multiple read aloud books for students to become proficient. Initially, the teacher would prompt students with guiding questions such as, “Let's use the character's name instead of he,” or, “What other details could we add?” We practice, students could be expected to identify the plot components independently.
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
