Johann chaired the Alliance for Innovation in Science & Technology Information (AISTI, formerly the Library Service Alliance of NM) for four terms over the last decade (Jan.1997 - Feb.1999 (two terms), Jan. 2000 - Feb. 2001, and 2006-7). In this capacity he was involved with the official process to create a non-profit society, a change of name and mission, a successful membership drive, two strategic planning initiatives, and other leadership activities. During the 1998-99 chairmanship he was instrumental in the hiring of AISTI’s first accountant and its first executive director. 
AISTI has become a major supplier of electronic citation and content services to the UNM research community. It implemented the first web-based access to a locally held ISI Science Citation™ database in the world in 1996 under the auspices of Los Alamos National Laboratory.

Johann negotiated or assisted in negotiations for electronic citation databases and electronic journal packages from 1996 to 2002. Currently the organization has become known for the excellence of and specialized niche filled by its annual Mini-Conference, the first of which was organized by Johann at UNM in 1999. Ibero-American Science & Technology Education Consortium (ISTEC)

In 1997 the Library Linkages (LibLink) program was integrated into the CSEL Document delivery unit and Johann was elected director of the Library Linkages Initiative, now called Digital Library Linkage (DLL); a role he performed until May 2005. See http://dll.istec.org/ for more information.  

This role required the organization of conferences and training sessions, fostering digital library research, and membership on the Executive Board. The first step was to organize a Mini-Conference for Latin American Librarians at UNM in April 1998. A strategic planning process was also begun at this time, and the goals were created for the year. In various venues and formats, this process continued for seven years. Johann prepared the annual reports and budget for the ISTEC Executive Committee and the program for the two day DLL session at each Annual General Assembly.

Three more DLL Regional Operations were developed during this time to encourage and organize national and regional initiatives. The regional offices for Brazil (LigDoc) and for Argentina (PrEBI) were already established before 1997; new operations were developed in Columbia (Red Colombiana), Mexico (REBIDIMEX), and Venezuela DLL. These efforts would not have been as successful as they have become were it not for the enthusiasm and persistence of Matias Pizarro and Jorge Garcia of the ISTEC administrative office. The regional operations have web sites and aggregate links to the online catalogs of member libraries. They also support active digital library interest groups.

Major reorganizations of the DLL occurred in January 1998 and May 2000. Johann prepared proposals for the Executive Committee and implemented changes on their approval.  He facilitated the overall ISTEC Strategic Planning process for all four initiatives on 1/14/1999. 
DLL was reorganized into four distinct initiatives: The original rapid document delivery initiative, a library manpower development project, a digital library initiative, and an electronic content initiative based on consortial purchasing models.
Workshops and training sessions are the most effective manpower improvement strategy currently used. Johann taught many workshops and arranged events toward this end; examples are listed below of events where workshops or training sessions were provided (see also the Appendix III: Presentations and Workshops):
