Program Overview

The awarding of this program is BEING PROCESSED at time of distribution and when awarded you will be notified ASAP of your acceptance and participation.
Purpose

The Graduate Bridge Project (GBP) will bring together twelve (12) students from vocational, community colleges & universities who have completed at least two years of undergraduate course work (or new graduate with a bachelors degree).  You may choose to attend either Session I: June 4-15, 2006 or Session II:  June 18-29, 2006 (each is a week & half long  residential experiential learning program.   The focus of the program is to encourage and give vital information to all participants so they may actively submit and attend a graduate school of their choice.  Participants will be given the opportunity to meet with current UNM School of Engineering (including Mathematics & Science) graduate students doing research this summer that will help participants clarify their area of graduate study or research.  Example of last year’s program is included.  Participants may tour a corporate and/or national laboratory.  Last year the group toured Intel Corporation, Los Alamos and Sandia National Laboratory.  In addition, workshops will be offered on a variety of topics to enhance the educational, technological, career, morale, health & welfare of the participants, i.e., GRE review & graduate application review, etc. 
Eligibility

You must be a United States citizen or permanent resident and target population of African American, Native American, Hispanic/Latino and/or Pacific Islander/Alaskan Native.  Funds are restricted and provided by the Western Alliance to Expand Student Opportunities (WASEO) at Arizona State University by the National Science Foundation (NSF).

Session I: Sunday, June 4 – Thursday, June 15, 2006

Session II: Sunday, June 18 – Thursday, June 29, 2006

1 ½ week residential program

Out-of-state participants must be available to travel on either Sunday, June 4th or June 18th (Father’s Day) and returning on Thursday, June 15th or June 29th, 2006
The program will begin with a Welcoming Breakfast on Monday.  Daily schedule will be from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday-Friday (may include an occasional evening and/or weekend event).
Full time participation is MANDATORY therefore, you will be unable to work during this 1 ½ week time period due to the established schedule to accommodate presenters, workshops and field trips.

Stipend: $500.00
Travel

Flight arrangements for all out-of-state participants will be made at the lowest costs available to UNM.  Upon acceptance into the Graduate Bridge Program you will be instructed to contact a travel agent who will work with you to arrange your travel arrangements.  If not-responding in a timely manner to UNM and designated travel agent may increase the airfare significantly which may cause us to withdraw your acceptance into our summer program (due to limited program funds available) to travel. Therefore, your cost of airfare will be paid by UNM and we can not reimburse you for your own personal arrangement made prior to acceptance into our program (no reimbursements will be approved). In addition, a travel stipend of $100.00 will be awarded to each participant.
