Lesson Plan Title: Guided Reading with Leveled Books

(A searchable database of leveled trade books is available on-line at http://www.pps.k12.or.us/curriculum/literacy/leveled_books/
Searches can be conducted by grade level, book title, book author, or reading recovery level.)
*Note: The instructional strategies and methods described in this lesson can be used for teaching vocabulary, fluency, comprehension, phonological awareness, phonics, and grammar to students at the beginning and intermediate stages of reading.  By selecting books that are appropriate to the age and skill level of the students, teachers can use the strategies described in this lesson to address a variety of instructional objectives.

 1. a. Time frame: One, 90 minute class session
b. Grade level(s): Elementary and middle school language arts in a self-
contained or inclusion setting.

Purposes for this lesson: 

1. The students will connect text to personal experiences.


2. The students will use context clues to define unfamiliar words.


3. The students will improve reading fluency by rereading a previously read book.


4. The students will utilize predicting, sampling, confirming and self-correcting reading strategies to improve reading fluency and comprehension.

5. The students will use classroom word walls to read and identify high-frequency vocabulary words.

6. The students will locate and identify designated consonant and vowel sounds in words in a text.


7. The students will associate target letters with their corresponding sounds.


8. The students will locate and categorize words into groups.

9. The students will correctly write dictated sentences that contain familiar words.

A. Introduction or Anticipatory Set:
Lesson Preparation:
1. The teacher will organize students into Guided Reading Groups (GRG) based on assessed reading level.  Many researched-based reading programs currently being used in the schools include some type of reading level assessment instrument.
2. The teacher will select leveled books appropriate for each GRG.  Each student in the group should have a copy of the text.

Introducing the text:

1. The teacher will ask the students questions about their existing knowledge, or previous experiences, with the main topic discussed in the text.  For example, if the group is going to read a book about families, the teacher and students might discuss what makes a family and the students may share some special memories about their own families. This process helps students to activate prior knowledge and experiences related to the topic being studied.
