 Lesson Plan Title:    Opening 
1. a. Time frame     
   b. Grade levels 

2. Purpose(s) for this lesson:    To prepare students for the day, transition into an instruction mode, implement individual and classroom behavior plans, receive/respond to communication from home, work on calendar/social goals.
3. Curriculum standard(s) addressed

4. IEP goals/objectives


(Potential ones- language skills, calendar use, behavior, math, reading)
5. Method of assessment: Data sheets attached, data to be used weekly
6. Lesson description:

a. Introduction or anticipatory set- Verbally greet individually at door, allow time for a response, receive an appropriate response. If no response is given, model it and try again.  If needed give students the cues to hang up back pack/coat and set out Communicator on their desk.
b. Instruction:
ROUTINE

1. Teacher checks Communicator for notes from home, reads/responds, checks for lunch money, meds, etc
2. Take attendance, lunch count, etc.

MY WEEK END Program
3. Take Weekend Program off Communicators, have each student tell what they did over the weekend, use MY Weekend Report folder. Ask each student what they did over the weekend and who they did it with.  Encourage and reward communication. Share a small bit of what the teacher did over the weekend as appropriate. 
CALENDAR

4. For all the items below the teacher points at information on chalk board, says it, requests student to find information on their “calendars, and say it. Done as a group then individual students are asked their select goals, as determined by skill level and IEP.



Show me today. Today’s date, “Monday, January 7, 2008”




Days of the week, -

saying them in order 

point to all of one day of the week (Mondays)

Point to month on calendar

Upcoming events
Point to and discuss holidays, birthdays, field trips, school events, etc.   Count days to these events.
BEHAVIOR PLAN

5. Praise outstanding behavior from the last week. 

Discuss positive behavior expectations for the week. Some will be group needs other individual.  For example, “We had trouble walking back from the cafeteria last week.  This week we are going to give double chips for quiet walking.” Or “John, you need to work on finishing your work before free time.”
c. Guided practice

d. Independent practice (built in #4)

e. Closure (wrap-up)


REVIEW TODAY”S SCHEDULE
6.  Teacher discusses today’s schedule, reviewing happenings such as PE, library, assembly, Review visual schedules if appropriate. This is very important for students who have trouble with transitions.  Then move on to what is next in the schedule.

7. Preparation of the environment

a. Seating arrangement:  Students sit at desks with Communicator open facing calendar on chalkboard
b. Routines:  Print date on chalk board “January 7, 2008”
c. Student groupings: whole group activity
8. Materials:

-Typical calendar on chalk board

-schedule for the day

-individual student calendars (kept in Communicator)
-behavior system in place

-“Communicators” are a school-home communication system kept in a binder.  The system includes both behavior plans and communication.
9. Accommodations/Modifications/Supports

Physical assistance provided for students needing help opening Communicator, tiltbaord used as needed, communication devices prepared and within student reach.
