Parking at UNM

To park in campus lots, UNM students must have a valid UNM parking permit between the hours of 7:00 am and 7:45 pm.

To obtain a parking permit, go to the UNM Parking and Transportation Services Office, located at the NW corner of University and Central Avenues.

To purchase a parking permit:

1) Go to the UNM Parking and Transportation Services website (pats.unm.edu)

2) Purchase the cheapest permit available (G or South Lots) because after 3:45 pm, you can park in most on-campus lots with those permits.

Lobo Card (i.e., Student ID Card)

The Lobo Card is the official UNM ID card that students, faculty, staff, and others carry for access to university services, restricted buildings, and more.  For UNM students and employees, the Lobo Card is the single most important form of campus identification you can have.  From taking out books at the library to buying lunch at the SUB, the lobo Card has got you covered.  Not only does it function as a photo ID, it also grants you access to many of UNM’s facilities and services.

To get a new Lobo Card:

1)  Visit the Lobo Card Office located in the lower level in the north end of the Student Union Building, room 1077, directly across from Zimmerman library.  Hours of operation are Monday through Friday, 8 am to 5 pm.

2) Bring a government-issued form of identification with you, such as your driver’s license, passport, or military ID.
