In addition, there is a Division of Continuing Education that serves over 40,000 people every year in both credit and
non-credit courses.

In addition, there are 3 certificate programs; 2 associate
degree programs; 8 Education Specialist Degrees (graduate programs beyond the masters level); and first-professional programs in
law, medicine, and pharmacy.

The University offers an Evening and Weekend Degree Program (EWDP) in which at least 45 degrees are available. Over 1,000
classes are offered each semester after 4:00 p.m., and about 11,500 students attend UNM at night. The following list of degree
programs and majors are marked with an "*" if the entire program is available in the EWDP and with a "+" if several core courses in
a program are offered.
