UNMGL is
comparable to a non-departmentalized college within the
University and is administered by the Dean of Library
Services who reports to the Provost and Vice-President for
Academic Affairs. HSC reports to the HSC Associate Vice-
President for Planning and Development. LL reports to the
Dean of the School of Law. The UNM General Library
encompasses Zimmerman Library (the University's main
library), Centennial Science and Engineering Library,
Parish Memorial Library, the Fine Arts Library, the Center
for Academic Program Support (CAPS), the Center for
Regional Studies (CRS), and the Center for Southwest
Research (CSWR).
