UNM's Main Campus offers over 200 degree programs.  There are 92 baccalaureate, 65 masters, and 36 doctoral level degree programs.  Many 
of the degree programs have additional concentrations and options; for example, the Bachelors in Business Administration degree has a number 
of concentrations.
