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Overview

This seminar examines the theory and practice of nonviolent action and related movements for social and political change. It is designed to introduce students to the theory and practice of nonviolence. Utilizing both case histories and theoretical works, we will explore the foundations of pacifism as well as the ethical and utilitarian basis of nonviolent movements supporting peace, civil rights, the environment, and democracy in the United States and elsewhere in the world. The objectives of this course are to (1) engage in a thorough review and critique of the major theoretical and empirical approaches to nonviolence and nonviolent action; (2) to learn about a broad sampling of case histories where nonviolent action has been employed as a means of popular struggle; (3) to undertake original research of nonviolent action as a phenomenon in political and social conflict.
