LabVIEW Exercise 2

Complete activity 3-2, pages 68-72.  Save this Vi as Ex1 and all others from these exercises (Ex2…..14) into a new folder (Exercises) on whatever memory device you use.

We will have some fun modifying the Front Panel of this VI.

Go into the Numerical Indicators subpalette and drag 2 additional methods of data presentation for each numeric indicator (summation answer and subtraction answer) to your front panel.

Arrange the front panel objects as you like.  Complete the appropriate wiring on the Block diagram.

By highlighting the largest number of each indicator, make the summation largest value 20, and the subtraction largest value 10.  Once you make each change, the scale numbers will change automatically.

Go to the decorations subpalette, and place whatever decoration box you like under some or all of your indicators and controls.  Resize these to suit your creativity.

Open the Tools palette (Window – Show Tools Palette), and change the color of whatever you like. Remember to always go back to automated tool function after using the Tools palette.

Right click on any indicator and change whatever properties you like.

Set all input values to zero (0).

Go to Operate.  Select Make All Current Values Default.

Save your VI, print it as an html file with GIF images, and email them to me.  Make the Contents of the email “Exercise 2”
