Course Overview:

This course is designed to introduce students to the field of sociology.  We will explore the foundations of sociology, major theoretical traditions, research methods as well as an array of topics including gender, stratification, race and ethnicity, deviance, crime, culture, and socialization.  

Course Objectives:

· Identify the major theoretical traditions in sociology

· Introduce major topics in the field of sociology 

· Explore the relationship between individuals and society

· Understand importance and complexity of societal structures

Course Requirements:

Attendance/Participation
You are strongly encouraged to come to class.  Many exam questions will be drawn from class lectures.  It is important that students arrive on time and attend the full class session.  Students are expected to participate in class discussions and activities. I will regularly take attendance.  You are responsible for any material covered or announcements made in class.

Reading

It is expected that all assigned reading will be completed prior to class and students will be prepared to discuss the material covered in the text.  Class discussion, exams, and lectures will draw from information in the assigned readings.  

Short Essays

Students will need to complete FOUR (4) short essays throughout the semester.  You will have a total of 8 possible essays to choose from.  These essays will consist of exercises to be done outside of class and a short write-up.  Papers should be approximately 2-3 pages, double-spaced and typed.  Essay topics and due dates will be posted on WebCT.  Essays should be turned in at the beginning of class on the dates listed.  Late essays will be marked down. E-mailed papers are NOT accepted unless prior arrangements have been made.  You may replace a grade by completing additional essays as appropriate.  

Quizzes 

Quizzes will be given regularly throughout the semester.  These are designed to gauge whether or not students are doing the readings and understanding lectures. They will be multiple-choice.  I will drop the two lowest quiz scores.  There are no make-ups for quizzes.
Exams

There will be 3 regular exams in this class.  These exams will be multiple-choice and draw on material from the text, lectures, class discussion, videos, and assignments.  Each exam is worth 15% of your final grade.  Make-up exams will only be given for university-approved absences. Final Exam

The final exam will be worth 20% of your grade and will be a partially cumulative multiple-choice exam.  At least 20% of the final exam multiple-choice questions will draw upon material covered on previous exams.  Make-up exams will only be given for university-approved absences.
