DESCRIPTION

This is an undergraduate course intended to give students an overview of how sociologists study and interpret social control.  The purpose of the course is to provide students with an understanding of the ways in which social control shapes individual behavior and social interaction.  We will be looking at formal and informal, and internal and external forms of social control as both negative and positive influences in our lives.  The course will cover various aspects and agents of social control, which can be studied independently, but which interact on many levels of analysis.

EMAIL AND ELECTRONIC DEVICES PROTOCOL

I use the UNM class lists to communicate with my classes.  Be sure you have activated your UNM email account and if you use another account, have the UNM mail sent or linked to it.  Do not ask me to use a different account for you personally. I suggest you make contact with other students in the class in order to get simple procedural questions answered.  I do not discuss grades over email since it is a violation of FERPA.  When you send an email, please put the course—soc 313—in the subject line.  I will delete emails unopened with no subject indicated or with an unfamiliar account name.  Also, I request that you avoid excessively informal salutations like yo, or hey.  Address me either as Niame or Dr. Adele or use no salutation.

I do not allow electronics to be used in the classroom.  This means all cell phones need to be turned off before class, no gaming or texting, and no recording is allowed (unless you have a directive from accessibility services that you need this assistance), and laptops may only be used for our course work.  I will open a WebCT for listing grades only.

CLASSROOM PROTOCOL

GROUP WORK

This includes before-class preparation of reading materials or assignments given in class and participation during class.  This is obviously an attendance-based grade component.  The pretest is part of this grade.

MIDTERMS

Midterms will cover only the material presented between them.  They will be combination exams with some multiple choice, short answer, and short essay.  The “best two out of three” design is intended to allow for students to miss an exam for whatever reason, and therefore, no make-ups will be provided except in the case of extreme emergencies combined with a previously missed exam.

FINAL PAPERS


READ THESE GUIDELINES CAREFULLY AND REFER TO THEM WHEN WRITING!!!


1. These papers must be word-processed and proofread (this is not the same as hitting spell check), be in 10 or 12 point font, double-spaced, pages numbered, name and course info included, and 5-6 pages in length.  Do not go over the page limit.  

2. You must reference course materials in the text in ASA form.  This means you include in parentheses the author’s last name followed by the date of publication, colon and page number.  Your references should look like this: (Garland 2001: 63).  You must use quotation marks when you take direct words from any source and follow with this referencing.  If you use the author’s name in your written commentary, you may cite only with the date and page number (2001: 63).  Use the referencing when you use the concepts from another source to make your own points.  You do not need to reference lecture notes from the course.  If you use texts outside of the course texts, you must also include a bibliography at the end of your paper.  I expect you to reference course materials in the paper.  Do not use websites as references.

3. The topic you will write on will be from our final text, Hell’s Angels.  You may choose any aspect of the book and apply course concepts to the story of the Angels that Thompson told.  I am interested in seeing how well you can apply the concepts of social control to a real phenomenon.

4. Papers are due at the time of our class final—Thursday, Dec. 17 by noon.  You may turn papers in earlier by either giving them directly to me or by leaving them with the front sociology office with my name on them in the pick-up basket.  The office closes by 5pm every day.  Do not slip any papers under my office door.
