Course Description

The study of informal and formal social control strategies for guiding and monitoring individual behavior and social interaction. Discussion of key social control agents and institutions, including the family, schools, peers, media, religion and the criminal justice system. Prerequisites: 205 or 213.

Conrad and Schneider Devianve and Medicalization: From Badness to Sickness
In additional to the texts, we will read additional materials to prepare for class and small group discussions. These may be research articles that students have found online, recent newspaper or magazine articles or reading materials placed on reserve at Zimmerman Library.  

Class format will consist of both lecture and class discussion. Discussions will center on the assigned reading materials and relevant current events. On discussion days, the class will break up into small groups. Each group will be required to present its findings to the class. Presentations are done in an informal manner.

Tests

Journals: 

The format of the journals and rules for submitting your work will be discussed many times during the course of the semester. Please take notes. The journal entries will be based on assigned readings. Some of the assignments will involve Internet research, and some will involve group discussions. Record your entries after each assignment. Keep both hard copies and electronic versions and keep both updated. There is no excuse for a late journal because entries should be made throughout the semester.  Due Dec. 3rd.
