Description

In general, in this course we will study the informal and formal social control strategies for guiding and monitoring individual behavior and social interaction, including those of key social control agents and institutions, such as the family, schools, peers, media, religion, governments, and the criminal justice system. More specifically, we will examine the following areas in the study of social control.
During the semester, we will define, analyze, and consider the following: 
     1. theoretical explanations of social control
     2. historical and current examples of different approaches to social control
     3. social control and the individual
     4. social control and social institutions
     5. local, regional, and national variance in social control
     
Learning Objectives
Some of the learning objectives in this course include:
     1. become familiar with the concepts, terminology, and theories used in the study of social control
     2. identify and understand historical changes and trends in social control
     3. understand the influence of informal and formal social control on individuals
     4. become familiar with how individuals, groups, and communities respond to institutional social control
     5. incorporate existing research and data on social control into your personal or professional lives in a practical manner

All writing assignments must be typed, using the Article Worksheet (1 page, single-spaced), and are due by the dates listed below on the schedule. To complete each writing assignment use the “Article Worksheet” on WebCt (posted in the “Learning Modules” link under in each Week’s link).  Under some circumstances, Writing Assignments may be accepted late for half the credit.
Attendance/Participation
