Course Objectives:
1. To introduce students to the basic concepts used in Sociology and to apply them to New Mexican society. 
2. To describe and analyze the process of social, economic and cultural change in New Mexican society from pre-Spanish colonial times to the present. We will analyze the process by which New Mexican society has moved from a rural/traditional/self-sufficient society into an urban/modern/capitalist society. 
3. The process of change [or "modernization"] has affected the nature, character and functions of social institutions in New Mexico. We will describe and analyze some of those social institutions, their functions, and changes through time. The institutions are family, religion, education and health care services of New Mexico.
4. The role of race and ethnicity in New Mexico, especially in the social institutions of family, religion, health services, and education.

5. To provide students with the framework to understand social behavior from an analytical and theoretical perspective. To connect the present with social and cultural patterns which have developed from the past, and to help students think in a comparative perspective.
6. Finally, the course will discuss what is happening to New Mexican society today and what we might expect in the future.

Course Requirements and Evaluation: Your grade will be based on your performance in the following areas:
Course Requirements & Final Grade Calculation 
(1) Class Attendance & Participation  (10% of final grade)
Although this course is predominantly dependent on lectures, active participation in discussion is encouraged of the required reading for all students. In order to participate fully in class, all reading assignments must be completed prior to the class for which they are assigned. Attendance will be taken during each class and students missing over five (5) class periods will be in jeopardy of a lower final course grade.   
(2) Exam # 1 (20% of final grade)
The midterm exam will be a choice of essay questions and it will be a take home exam. The exam will be given out on the day scheduled (see Reading and Class Assignment Schedule below) and due the following week. 
 (3) Final Exam (25% of final grade)
Same exam format as midterm exam and will cover material only since Midterm.
(4) Book Report (20%)
Choose a book that it is about the ethnography of a particular culture or about social institution in New Mexico.   The book you select must be approved by the instructor. See the course schedule at the end of this syllabus for due dates for book approval as well as the book report. Failure to get the instructor's approval for the selected book may result in zero credit for the assignment. 
Prepare a typewritten, double-spaced, 4 page (number the pages) paper (along with a title page containing your name, author(s) name(s), book title, the year of publication, publisher, and ISBN number). A "page" is considered to be 250 words, not counting a, and, the, and other small words. The book report should contain three sections that respond to the questions noted below:
I. Introduction
         What is the book about?
II. Body of Report
         What is the nature of this ethnography research or social institution in New Mexico? If your selection is about a particular group or time period in a particular society, present an analysis of the experience of the evolution (modernization) in New Mexico.         What is the importance of race/ gender, class/age in the society or context under examination?
         How does the book relate to material presented in the texts? Does the book support or contradict theories and concepts presented in the texts (be specific, cite pages)?
III. Conclusion
         What did you think about the book?
         How does the book add to your understanding of New Mexico Culture?
         How, if at all, has this book altered your attitude or feelings about the cultural aspect or social institution? New Mexico?
         What, if any, insights or knowledge did you gain from the book?
Evaluation Criteria
The book report will be evaluated using two criteria:
1. Scholarship: 
Does the report show you read the book and understood what you read? You must provide evidence that you learned something about the Sociology of New Mexico. 
   2.Mechanics: 
Does the report reflect effective written communication skills? That is, is the paper well written? Is it written in complete, clear sentences? Has your paper been proofread for typographical errors? 
(5) RESEARCH PAPER (25% of final Grade):
Step 1:   Select a Topic Each student will select a topic  which interests them (Politics, family, aging, land rights, etc.) and examine the process of change in New Mexico with respect to this topic.  Students will analyze the change throughout time which has occurred in this area.  Students will further connect the past with the present.  The research project accounts for 25% of the final grade. All research topics should be submitted for instructor’s approval.
Step 2: Review Research Literature and Other Sources 
 
Retrieve and read at least 10 journal articles  (from refereed journals and library databases, but not from un-referenced sources on the Internet),  government websites (not more than 2 website) and/or book chapters on your topic. 
 Step 3: Write an Annotated Bibliography  
The paper should include an annotated bibliography on all 10 references. List sources in alphabetical order using correct APA formatting. If students use online databases to retrieve their articles, the online database must be cited at the end of the reference. Information on annotated bibliography will be posted in WebCt
Step 4: Write the Research Paper 
The  final paper should be 5 double spaced pages (not to include the annotated bibliography). Since the annotated bibliography will present the central idea of each reference, the body should briefly synthesize the main ideas of all the references.  The paper should include the following:
· Title Page: Include title of paper, student’s name, course and section, due date  (One page)
· Introduction: Introduce the topic.  State its importance to New Mexico, and briefly mention the main concepts or ideas your paper will address  (one paragraph to one page)
· Body: Identify and develop each of your main points in an organized, clear manner using in-text citations.  The student should discuss the modernization (change over time) of this topic in New Mexico (i.e , the family, religion, political institutions, education, land and water right, etc).  The primary requirement is that students apply sociological ideas, concepts or theories for an analysis of their research topic.  The role of race/ethnicity and social class in the evolution of this social institution should also be discussed.  The body should succinctly present the main points (4 pages).
· Conclusion: Briefly summarize the main points of your paper and the possible future of the topic (family, religion, health, etc) for New Mexico. (one page)
· Reference list: using APA format (with annotation)
All course work, exams and written assignments are to be submitted in WebCt folder which will be available and clearly labeled by due dates as noted in the syllabus.
