1. What scenes or actions of individuals in the film depict self-determination (as talked about in the articles you have read over the past few weeks)? How did these reflect self-determination (be specific and tie in your examples to the characteristics and essential components of self-determination)?

2. What images or portrayals of people with disabilities in the film were atypical of images of disability often found in our society? Describe how these differed from the portrayals typically found in media or other parts of society.

3. Were there scenes in the film that were hard to watch? That made you feel

    uncomfortable? Why do you think you felt that way?

4. What surprised you in the film or challenged some belief that you have? Why?

5. Did you see anything missing in the film’s discussion of individuals with disabilities that you might add or wish had been brought out in the film? If so, what?

6. In the film, Ed Roberts makes the statement, “Disability is a part of life. And some of us are going to have it. And some of us are going to have it younger and some of us are going to have it older.” What, if any, are the implications of this statement for advocacy and empowerment issues?
