Tomas Teacher has a classroom full of energetic middle school boys. Their high-energy behavior results in frequent disruptions throughout the day and as a result, the students’ academic progress is being negatively affected. Mr. Teacher asks the district’s behavioral consultant for help. They consider several options to help the students gain control over their behavior, including a token system combining positive reinforcement with response cost (earning tokens for on-task behavior and losing them when exhibiting disruptive behaviors), differential reinforcement of low rates of behavior (DRL), and sending offending students to the school’s inschool suspension program. After much discussion, they can’t make a decision because they aren’t sure which might work best with this particular group of students.
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
