Beta Alpha Psi National Requirements

Requirements to become a Beta Alpha Psi Candidate:

· Must be a degree-seeking undergraduate student with a declared concentration in Accounting, MIS, or Finance
Requirements to become a Full Member of Beta Alpha Psi:
· Must have completed at least 45 hours of collegiate business and non-business courses.

· Must have completed MGMT 202 with a B or better (a B- is not accepted), and have taken and/or are concurrently taking MGMT 303, 326 or 340

· Must have a attained a cumulative GPA of at least 3.0 or must have a 3.25 GPA on the most recent 30 semester hours
· Must have an accounting, MIS or finance GPA of 3.0
· Must have completed all the requirements as a candidate and have attended initiation
Requirements for Graduate Student Membership:
· Must be a degree seeking graduate students who has matriculated in a Master’s degree-level Accounting, Finance or MIS program
· Must have graduated with a GPA of 3.0 or must have a GPA of 3.0 on 9 hours of graduate level classes to include one graduate level accounting class
In order to graduate with honors members must participate for at least two whole semesters.
Additional UNM Theta Xi Chapter Requirements*
· Every student must attend at least 200 minutes of professional events.  Minutes can be obtained by attending BAP technical meetings, business meetings, or other approved lectures, meetings and events.  Most BAP technical meetings for the Fall 2011 semester will be held at the New Mexico Society of CPAs, 3400 Menaul Blvd.  Business casual dress is required and lunch is served at technical meetings. 
· Every student must complete at least 200 minutes of service events. Past events include Roadrunner Food  Bank, Doggie Dash and Dawdle, participating in Spring Storm and preparing tax returns for ARCA.
· All undergraduate students must volunteer at least two hours a week in the Accounting Lab. Duties include tutoring MGMT 202/502 and 303/503 students.
· All new candidates must attend the Candidate Orientation & the Initiation Ceremony in order become full members.
· All current members must maintain a cumulative GPA of at least 3.0 or have a GPA of 3.25 on most recent 30 semester hours to maintain membership status.

*A note on minutes. Total minutes from approved non-BAP professional and service events are allowed to be matched by BAP sponsored events by only 100 minutes. Example: if an individual has attended 100 minutes worth of BAP technical meetings and 150 minutes of non BAP approved professional events, a maximum of only 100 minutes of the non-BAP meetings can be matched.

Payment Procedure:

1. Prepare legal tender:

2. Take to New Mexico Educators Federal Credit Union UNM branch (Bottom floor of SUB)
a. Membership dues will ONLY be accepted at this branch.
3. Ask teller to deposit tender into Beta Alpha Psi, student organization checking account.
4. Show ID, and make sure teller records your name in the deposit notes.
a. If you deposit cash, and do not have teller record your name, the cash will show as anonymous and will be extremely difficult if not impossible to link to you.
