9. Lead/ provide interpretation of Astronomy content/ exhibits for visitors and intro. level student employees at the center.

10. Utilize 'Vista' ticketing system to print out visitor tickets and operate standard cash register.   

11. Present live Astronomy shows in a clear, professional, entertaining & informative manner.

12. Responsible for locating and interpreting 'night sky' objects for visitors and staff.

13. Supervise and lead others in telescope operation and ettiquette.

14. Operate Observatory (large professional telescope) utilizing complex computer systems to locate 'night sky' objects and manipulate the mechanical elements of the Observatory.

15. Demonstrates and trains Intro & Intermediate student staff in Customer Service initiatives.

16. Oversees and trains Intro & Intermediate students in 'Vista' ticketing and cashiering systems, processes, procedures and reports. 

17. Utilizes advanced theater technologies to produce scientific visualizations with 'Digital Sky 2' computer system software.

18. Works independently to design program elements for planetarium show presentations.

19. Leads/ Trains others in 'Digital Sky 2' computer operations.

20. Leads/ Trains diverse audiences & individuals in telescope and observing technologies.
