Internships


Those persons without significant experience in the public sector organizations or those individuals seeking a career change within the public sector are strongly encouraged to complete an internship.  A one-semester internship typically requires a minimum commitment of 20 hours per week in an approved public sector or not-for-profit agency.  An equivalent number of hours are required for the summer session internships.
Students who have successfully completed a minimum of 24 credit hours of coursework may contact any faculty member for an internship position.  
Internships are generally not allowed to be taken at a student’s place of employment.  Students must enroll for three credit hours in PA 555, Workshop for Interns.  
Those students desiring to apply for an internship should make an appointment with the Director of Operations and Advisement at least one semester in advance of the actual internship.  Prospective interns should prepare an appropriate resume for circulation to potential intern supervisors.
Internships may be either paid or unpaid.  

All internships must be approved by the Director of the School of Public Administration.
